   Satellite Tracking saves fuel

Can Satellite Tracking Really Help Your Company?

Q: Lately, we've heard quite a bit about how Satellite Tracking technology helps �eet owners reduce fuel cost. 
What are some speci�c ways that Satellite Tracking and  mapping and reporting can help? 
 
A: It's important to be sure that the Satellite Tracking  solution you're evaluating o�ers an engine idling report. This 
report identi�es vehicle operators who have exceeded company policy, relative to acceptable engine idle levels 
per day, and can be e-mailed to managers to take corrective actions when these instances occur. Immediately after 
implementing Satellite Tracking, �eet owners have informed us that their idle times have decreased from hours per 
day to minutes per day per vehicle. Given the fact that most vehicles consume one half to a gallon of fuel for each hour
 of engine idling, there is potential for a signi�cant amount of fuel to be wasted without a tool to regularly 
monitor idling time. Also, solutions which o�er a "bread crumb trail" mapping feature, clearly illustrate the 
actual routes taken by mobile workers. This information can be used to improve route e�ciency and eliminate 
unauthorized use of company vehicles. Finally, speeding can be monitored and e-mail alerts can be sent to 
management when prede�ned speeding thresholds are exceeded. These are all ways that Satellite Tracking 
technology can signi�cantly reduce fuel expense. 
 
Q: How can Satellite Tracking  have a positive impact on labor costs?
 
A: GPS implementation leads to greater e�ciency by enabling more direct routes from job to job, re-routing 
drivers stuck in tra�c and eliminating unauthorized use of company vehicles. Recent studies have shown that 
GPS solutions reduce overtime pay by almost 10% over the course of a year. 
 
Q: In a tight economy, how do companies justify an investment in Satellite Tracking ?
 
A: ToTel-Net’s high quality Satellite Tracking solutions cost less than cup of co�ee per day per vehicle, but return 
3-4 times this in �nancial bene�ts. As the economy continues to slow down, many prudent �eet operators are seeking 
out ways to reduce all possible operational costs and gain a tool that provides real-time insight into their daily operations. 
Old ways of doing business do not work in today's di�cult marketplace. 
 
Q: Do you have any suggestions on eliminating the "big brother" objection sometimes associated with Satellite 
Tracking ?
